Clean Up: Clean up all equipment with White Spirit or Mineral Turpentine immediately after use.

Scrape off any loose and flaking paint film. Make Defective areas smooth using 
sandpaper. Remove any rust thoroughly. The entire surface must finally be dry and free 
from dirt, grease, and other contaminants. Spot-prime the scraped areas prior to painting.
